soilkind extracts nutrient-rich compost from kitchen waste in only 48 hours

Stuttgart. In the last few months, German kitchens have been cutting and cooking more than ever before. But where to put the kitchen waste? For those who do not have a garden, the leftovers end up in the organic waste can at best. In most cases, however, they simply get tossed in the residual waste taking all of its valuable minerals, nutrients, and water along with it. Almost 40% of the average residual waste consists of biomass, which thus remains recycled. Under the motto "Make Compost. Not Waste.", soilkind solves this problem. With soilkind, the Stuttgart company has developed a compact kitchen appliance that turns organic waste into real compost in just 48 hours.[image: ]

 
An alliance of nature and clever technology 
soilkind is the first kitchen composter that automatically shreds, mixes, dries, and provides genuine, nutrient-rich compost. This is because many appliances already on the market only produce dried, shredded organic waste — not compost! This can be a dangerous recipe for plants.
soilkind offers a convenient, clean, and most importantly, odorless way to process daily kitchen waste. The composting process itself takes place with the help of microorganisms, which are naturally present in all organic materials. They naturally provide the necessary decomposition process. Thanks to the intelligent sensor and control system, soilkind 


creates the perfect environment for microorganisms by combining an optimal temperature, humidity, and ventilation inside the appliance. The result? soilkind is the first composter 

capable of reducing the composting time from several weeks to just 48 hours. As a comparison, banana peels need about 6 weeks to rot in nature.  

The composter can process up to 10 liters of organic waste per cycle and can also be filled in composting mode. Even small bones and nutshells are no problem for soilkind. A full container of bio-waste produces about 1.5 liters of nutrient-rich compost, which is optimally suited to fertilize garden and balcony plants. As a valuable by-product, water left behind from the composting process is ideal for giving plans an extra nutrient boost. The smart composter should be available for around 1200 euros. 

Smart control via app and well-thought-out design [image: ]
The smart soilkind kitchen composter has a modern, minimalist design that is compatible with a specially developed app for iOS and Android. Along with allowing users to start and monitor the device remotely, the app also  tracks how much organic waste has already been composted and the amount of CO2 saved by using soilkind. As a part of the soilkind community, users also receive numerous tips and information on "Urban Gardening and Plant Care".
"With soilkind, we want to increase the comfort in dealing with kitchen waste at home, and at the same time, make a sustainable contribution to the environment. By solving the annoying disposal of kitchen waste, not only do we obtain nutrient-rich fertilizer for plants, but we also avoid the generation of climate-damaging methane gas," says Dr. Johannes Luschitz, Head of Tech at soilkind. 

Why incorrectly disposed of organic waste harms the climate
Bio-waste is a rottable, generally wet waste. The total annual volume of bio-waste in the EU is estimated to be between 76.5 and 102 million tonnes of food and garden waste. Incorrectly disposed bio-waste causes methane gas. Methane is a powerful greenhouse gas and is 20 times more harmful to the climate than CO2. With soilkind, every single person can make a valuable contribution to the environment each time they compost a bit of organic waste.
